The reading asserts that some theories on how agnostids, group of marine animals which became extinct 450 million years ago, may have led a life. The lecturer, however, finds the ideas dubious and casts doubt on the reason proposed in the reading passage.
First of all, the author argues that they agnostids were free-swimming predators hunting smaller animals due to the abundance of the smaller organisms in the ancient ocean. Conversely, the lecturer brings up the idea that the predators need a good vision and own large eyes in order to find and catch a prey but the agnostids were almost blind and they must have used other sensing organisms in order to prey on other animals and this solely rules out the predator idea.
Furthermore, the reading passage holds the view that the agnostids might have been seafloor dwellers which survived by using up dead organisms or grazing on bacteria. On the contrary, the professor underlines the face that the seafloor dwellers do not move fast and stay and occupy local small areas, which challenges the fact that the agnostids used to inhabit large areas and moved fast across large distances.
Finally, it is stated in the article that agnostids might have been parasites which could feed off primitive fish or even other larger arthropods. In contrast the speaker dismisses this issue owing to the fact that parasites do not live in large population because if not, they kill the host organism they live on. On the other hand, the agnostids lived in very vast amount of area and this is proved by the large numbers of agnostids' fossils that have been found in different enormous areas.
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
