The reading asserts that there are several different theories how Agnostids, the primitive marine arthropods-relatives of modern-day insects which were became extinct, have lived from their fossils. The lecturer; however, finds the idea seriously weak and casts doubt on the reasons proposed by the reading passage.
The author argues that Agnostids may have been free-swimming predators that hunted smaller animals since other primitive arthropods were strong-swimming predators. Conversely, the lecturer brings up the idea that other types had large development eyes; furthermore, vision was the best way to prey on; nevertheless, Agnostids had tiny poorly eyes; and sometimes they were totally blind. If they had not had those peculiar eyes, they would have shown some ability to help them to prey on which there is no evidence.
Moreover, the reading passage holds the view that they would have survived by scavenging dead organism while they might have dwelled on the seafloor like other types. On the contrary, the professor underlines the fact that typically organizations who live on the seafloor do not have the ability to move fast or very far because they are so slow; nonetheless, Agnostids have occupied in many habitat which are multiple larger than it should be. This fact shows that they were pretty fast that can spread and move to one area from another swiftly.

The speaker dismisses this issue due to the fact that one typical thing about parasites is they cannot have large population; besides, if they were too many they would killed of the hosts which is not true due to their large fossils; as a result, this theory is ruled out too.
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
