The author makes an unqualified assertion that progress in only achieved with discussion among people with different ideas. In my opinion there are some negative aspects that should be regarded before it is accepted and This idea may have some exceptions.

The first reason is different insights and view of point among people. The meaning of financial T educational and moral progress is different among people’s views. For example,it is important for educated people to improve their scientific level but for business people, achieving high financial levels in a short period of time might be the meaning of progress and also for some people who have some human activities such as donations and charity participation, of course, a moral improvement is in priority.

For the second aspect, the age of internet would also have bearing on progress requirements. Nowadays, the progress and improvement in any situation is related to all internet based programs and in any skill and function, the more internet usage, the less discussion requirement that people need to progress. For example, to improve somebody’s speaking skill, there is no need to attend discussion classes and it would be improved by online speech exercises.

Nevertheless, in some cases using others experiences would be more useful compared to the previous cases. For example, about job opportunities in each society, making a discussion to experienced people and experts can be more effective than previous mentioned aspects.

In conclusion, progress is requiring personal comments instead of using different point of views and also internet usage. In exception, in some cases such the field you want to find a job, the usage of experiences of experts in that context would be a good opinion.
