The reading claims that agnostids were a group of marine animals that became extinct 450 million years ago. Their fossils are found all around the world. From what has been left behind, we know they are primitive arthropods but the information is not enough to know how and what they ate at the time nor the behavior of them. However, the lecturer presents some evidence to refuse them.
The author argues that the agnostids may have been free-swimming predators who used to hunt small species. It is known that other types of primitive arthropods were good and strong predators, conversely, the lecture opposes the idea because the predators should have large developed eyes to be hunting, meanwhile the evidences show that  they were blind and they had non-predators eyes.

On contrary, the lecturer claims that typically the seafloor species do not have the ability to move fast and they occupy a small geographic area but they were fast-moving and would have been travelling from a place to other places rapidly. This is the refutation reason for the author’s opinion about these species.
Finally, it is mentioned that there is possibility that the agnostids were parasites. In contrast, the lecturer mentioned the population of parasites is large. They have to stay in limits and then they kill the host that they have been living on. Agnostids fossils which are found nowadays are in small amount. It means that there are no large group of them to be parasites.
