Some modern agriculture methods damage the environment. People think providing more food for the growing world population is more important than protecting the environment. Do you agree with this view?
Nowadays, some people just care about human population and provide food for them. They think if earth had enough food, it would have more population. unlike this group, some people are worried about the environment. I think overproduction of agricultural products is harmful for both humans and environment. I will explain my reasons in the following sentences.
First, for large-scale agriculture you should have vast and flat land and use chemical fertilizers, so the outputs are inorganic products. After harvesting, most of the crops are stored in large refrigerators for a long time. They lose their nutritions, so they are harmful for body. This way is not helping to increase population and also is making the human body vulnerable to disease. For example, vitamin C is lost in the heat. Since you bake tomato for making canned products, the final product has almost no properties. In addition, we add preservatives to it Which are the cause of diseases such as cancer. As a result of mass production of food, its storage methods and the use of chemical fertilizers will cause disease hence reducing the human papulation.
Second, mass production of food effects on climatic and environmental conditions, so it endangers human life. When food companies cut down the trees to use the land, some species of plants get destroyed and maybe extinct. The more plant species are destroyed, the more animals associated with them become extinct. Also, chemicals effect on the weather. For example, some fertilizers release carbon dioxide and nitrogen in to the air, which damages the ozone layer.
