TPO 43- integrated:
The passage presents three theories about ways of living of agnostids. However, the lecturer finds weaknesses in them and offers some evidence to refute them all.
First, the reading claims that agnostids were free-swimming predators that hunted smaller animals. Nevertheless, the professor dismisses this claim due to the fact that predators in the open ocean often have large eyes that help them track their preys; but, agnostids have tiny eyes, and sometimes they are blind completely. Also, if they wanted to chase after their preys, they would have particular organs that help them find the animals; however, there is no evidence about them.
Furthermore, the passage holds the idea that agnostids were seafloor dwellers who found their foods by scavenging dead organs. Nevertheless, the lecturer rejected this idea since seafloor dwellers often do not move so fast or so far. They have localized in the area originated from, but agnostids had multiple geographical regions. This fact means that they have been moving fast and long distances, which is unusual for dwellers.
Finally, the reading states that agnostids were parasites that lived on and fed off larger organisms. Conversely, the lecturer refused the idea by presenting that parasites often do not have a vast population. They must be limited since they will kill the host if their community is a lot. On the contrary, the various fossils found from agnostids show that they had an extensive population. This fact rules out the theory of being a parasite. 
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
