For example, when my brother was a middle school student, he was not interested in go to school since he believed that they do not teach him anything new, which he can not learn by himself. After one year, in the new academic year, they had a new geometry teacher, who talks to them about the usage of all formulas in architecture. After that, he was changed and began to attend all of his classes enthusiastically. He believed that he was leaning useful information, which will lead him to be an expert architect.
