The reading asserts several different theories about the way that agnostids, primitive arthropods, might have lived. The lecturer, however, finds these theories dubious and challenges them.
First of all, the author states that they could have been free-swimming predators that prey on smaller animals. Conversely, the teacher goes on the state that such species must have enjoy large well-developed eyes while according to fossil discoveries, agnostids had tiny eyes, and even sometimes they were considered blind creatures.
Secondly, the professor refutes the claim that they may have been seafloor dwellers, which is mentioned by the writer. She underlines the fact that seafloor dwellers lack the ability of moving rapidly, so they tend to live in some localized areas rather than going to new regions. On the other hand, agnostids could move fast through the water and take long distances in just a few minutes. Thus, their speed was too fast to be regarded as seafloor dwellers.
Moreover, the author establishes that perhaps they were parasites and feed on lager organisms, like fleas or ticks, but the teacher posits that parasites usually have small population and they face certain limits of food because there are too many paradetors inclining to live on the host organism. However, discoveries have shown that the population of agnostids were high. Therefore, they must not have been parasites.
