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The passage is about Agnostids behaviors and states three main factors for their ways for life. In contrast, the professor casts doubt on this hypothesis and does not accept this reasons mentioning in the passage and expresses underlining clarifications.
 First, according to the passage, Agnostids were free-swimming predators hunting smaller animals. The professor in the lecture asserts that this feature could not be true because free-swimming predators have large eyes for catching their preys in the sea. But Agnostids did not have large eyes and maybe they were blind. It seems that other senses must help them for hunting, but the evidence in the fossil does not approve it.
 Furthermore, the passage asserts that Agnostids were sea floor dwellers. On the other hand, the professor cites that it seems not true due to the fact that sea floor dwellers did not move so fast and live in the confined area. But Agnostids had several dwellers swimming in a large distance and move fast from one location to another.
Finally, the author holds the view that Agnostids were parasites. Conversely, the lecturer rebuts this idea according to this evidence that parasites’ population is not large, because harm other animals in this way. According to what fossils show the Agnostids lived in great size. As a result, it contradicts the idea that Agnostids were parasites.
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
