In order to attract more tourists, the government could either improve safety by hiring more police or improve its appearance by repairing old buildings and streets. Which way do you think is more effective?

In the modern era, tourism has became as one of the main sources for government’s income. People’s tendency to travel and explore has increased and, governments are putting their highest efforts to make their countries a great spot for travelers. In this regard, to attract more and more tourists to a country, many would believe that governments should improve safety, on the other hand some would think that it is better for the governments to focus on the appearance of a country by for example, repairing old buildings. I, for individual, think that in order to increase tourism in a country it would be a better idea to improve a country’s safety. In what follows I try to support my perspective.
