The way in which a person presents his job makes a preeminent impression on his audience. It is no exaggeration to say that a fascinating presentation plays the most important role in boosting a product's reputation. Therefore it worth spending a lot of time and effort to provide a top-notch presentation that can best describe your job. However, what is the most efficient way to reach this goal? Is it better to go through it very quickly and then work on it a little bit every day? Or just wait until a good idea comes to your mind, and only after that start to work on the presentation? I believe that you should start the job as soon as possible and develop your work for a reasonable time. I'm willing to present my reasons in subsequent paragraphs.
The first and most important reason is if you make a daily schedule to prepare your work, your mind will remain oriented towards the subject during the work spell. This helps more ideas come to mind because you've entangled with the presentation during a larger period. As scientists always say, a stressed person cannot be productive. So to avoid this scenario, it is not recommended to suspend your job waiting for good ideas.
The last reason is if you prepare your presentation progressively, you have more time to revise your job. You can better anticipate arduous sections and prepare yourself. For example, sometimes it is necessary to consult with a professor or show your drafts to a teacher, asking his opinion and probably modify some parts of the presentation. Therefore you have to consider enough time for unpredictable problems which have to be surpassed by consulting experienced peoples. This is possible only if you carry out your job step by step in a reasonable period.
In conclusion, considering the effect that a good presentation can have on audiences about our product, it is vital to spend enough energy to end up with better results. I choose to work on my presentation in a larger period, day by day, instead of waiting for a good idea to start with. Because this approach makes my mind more oriented about the subject, provides a less stressful situation whereby a person can be more productive and gives me enough time to work with other experts and include their advice to my work.
