Now children do not behave as well as the children did in the past. Which one of the following measures do you think can help children (age 5~10) behave better?
A. Control the time they spend on TV or movie
B. Take more time to chat with children
C. Monitor the interaction between children and their peers

Nowadays, due to the mounting generation gap between parents and children as a result of rapid changes in society and lifestyle, disciplining children of the current generation is one of the most demanding stages of parenting about which parents are concerned all the time. Some parents prefer compulsory methods like controlling children’s TV time or make them feel living in a fishbowl, while others prefer to get closer to them and use sincerity to affect their conduct. Despite the fact that forcing children to behave properly is necessary in some cases, it is my resolute opinion that taking more time to chat with them is the most effective and long-lasting method ever. To support this, there are several reasons, two of which are going to be appositely explored in the following.

First and foremost, the reason why it is not a prudent course of action to impose decorum on children using constraint and surveillance lies in the fact that it would end up in adverse results. Children, like everybody else, do not like to be controlled. They have strong urges to be free and decide how to behave or what to do by themselves. The problem is that they are not mature enough and do not have a sense of right and wrong; as a result, dictating proper conduct makes them anxious and irate. In response, they get aggressive and stubborn and even exacerbate the misbehavior. Take controlling the time they allocate on TV or movies for example, because they do not know the disadvantages of these media on their intellectual and mental health and just find them enjoyable, they misunderstand the limiting action and respond defensively. In the case of monitoring their interaction with other children, they would feel insecure and try to aggravate indiscipline to show their objection. On the contrary, should parents take more time chatting with children, they could explain their concerns about misbehavior with rational reasons in children’s level of comprehension and leave the final decision to them. Consequently, since children feel themselves free to make decisions, they would try to act as mature as they can.

Another worthwhile reason to be mentioned is that spending more time with children and approaching them are remarkably advantageous for parents in influencing their personality. First, these methods result in attracting children’s trust and being their friend. Therefore, they confabulate with their parents and divulge their thoughts and everything happening in their life to them, so parents could guide them and prevent them from making mistakes. Second, one of the children’s exclusive characteristics is imitating the behavior of their friends and people communicating with them. So, parents could employ this feature and teach them the appropriate behavior indirectly just by acting in that way. For example, instead of monitoring their interaction with other children, parents could behave properly with friends, family, and other close ones. As a result, children will emulate them and correct their misbehavior unconsciously. Finally, hanging around with children is a great opportunity for parents to teach them essential skills and prepare them for future social life. For example, instead of controlling their TV time, parents could get them to cooperate in chores; as a result, not only do they not allocate a lot of time watching TV, but also they learn responsibility and collaboration. As can be concluded, the more parents spend time with their children, the more children will be well-behaved.
