The reading and the lecture are discussing the antiquity of Monte Verde, Chile that is known as the first place in which people came to the Americas. While the reading states that it is wrong to assign the uncovered artifacts in there to 12,500 years ago, the lecturer casts doubt upon the claim by providing several reasons.
     First, the reading claims that while the original settlers of the Americas are hunter-gatherer people, but there weren't found any hunting tools there. On the other hand, the lecturer states that the lack of hunting tools such as spearheads or arrowheads on excavations doesn't mean that the settlers weren't hunters. Also, the discovered bones with some meat on them are proof of the fact that the settlers were hunters. Besides, some archeologists urge that maybe the settlers didn't have the basic knowledge of making hunting weapons.
     Second, the reading says that the mentioned area was used as farming land for many years, so, the site was damaged in a way that it is impossible to estimate the accurate date of the found artifacts. But the lecturer believes that farming in a land simply doesn't mean that the farmers reach the deep sites of the land, and they just touch the upper layers of the soil. Yet, the deeper layers of the land remain untouched to preserve archeological shreds of evidence.
    Finally, the author of the reading states that finding bitumen in the site can influence the carbon dating process, and archeologists just dated particular substances in the site not everything funded thing in the area. On the contrary, the lecturer argues that the reason the fact that some artifacts were not carbon-dated is that these substances were covered by some chemicals in order to protect them, so, it made the carbon dating process useless. But he claims that the archeologists used different dating methods through more than twenty-five tests and most of the tests proved the 12,500 years oldness of Monte Verde.
