The author has suggested that free education should be offered to all students. I accede there should be free of charge education to all the students as surely it has more benefits than drawbacks.

Firstly, due to free college and university education, a lot of people whose family earnings are below the poverty line will be able to send their children to colleges and universities as they will be able to afford it. Many poor families restrain their children from pursuing higher studies because of unaffordability. But surely the government of the country should have enough maintained funds to make it free. In addition, it will also help in reducing the family cycle of poverty in which a laborer’s son is made to do labor work at a very young age and he continues to do so as he grows up and in the process is not able to learn anything even though he may have the talent and he continues to so with his own son and hence the cycle continues.
Secondly, since a lot of people would be able to pursue higher studies the number of people who would be contributing to the nation in a lot of ways in fields like Engineering, medical science, research, etc and it would indirectly help in increasing the rate of development of the country. The more a country develops the more the lives of its people become comfortable in terms of transportation, communication, quality of life as a whole. But what might happen if not handled properly is that if a lot of people would have a university degree there would be a shortage of low skilled labor, there would be a lot of job seekers than job creators and Iran is a really good example of this. A person having a university degree would not do menial work at any cost. 
To conclude, free college and university education will always open new doors of development for a country by opening up new opportunities that people of a country can take advantage of. Although the government would have to cleverly plan the reforms of free education so that it is not being misused it surely will benefit society and its people.
