I believe that considering and reviewing contrasting ideas to make a difference, have enormous benefits, however, there are some situations that opposite ideas can even cause backwards, or there are some progressions in which there is no need for discussing opposite views.
Should individuals discuss about a particular situation and learn about various ideas about it, that situation probably will improve. When a country wants to set new rules, it is better that laws be discussed among all residents so that the majority of population can benefit from it. For instance, if rulers set a law in which forces all their citizens to have health insurance, without considering opposite ideas, as much as it might benefit many individuals, it may rise anarchy in some places. This is because people who suffer from poverty cannot afford to pay insurance’s fees while they make a living, whereas wealthy ones would highly support this law. So too, when a government wants to improve the public health by dictating everyone to have health insurance, considers contrasting points of view among its citizens, it learns that by taking some positive actions for the opposite group ,such as giving subsidies to poor, it can prevent potential disputes among the individuals who had opposite view.
Also, in academic situations, discussing various ideas can make progress in some fields, especially in subjects related to studies of human behavior. Scholars with contrasting point of views can even establish new theories when both views are deemed. For example, one group may believe that competition among pupils can stimulate them to study more and work harder, on the other hand, other group may think the opposite, pupils get over-stressed in competitive environment which can poor their concentration. In this case, when scientists consider both views and study when each theory is correct, they can establish an improved theory which can suggest better education system for students. Like which students with what personalities should be encouraged to compete with others under what conditions, so scientists can alleviate the pressure on other students who find it hard to compete with others.
While considering contrary ideas can be beneficial, there are some situations in which discussing contrary views can cause damages. In some emergency situations, for instance, in order to make progress and overcome the difficulties of that situation, it is time-consuming to discuss contrary ideas. When there is a terrible car accident and drivers have acute injuries, there is no time for people to discuss whether they should call for an ambulance or take the injured ones to hospital themselves. In these type of urgent situations, it is necessary to call for ambulance immediately and do not move any injured one since people with no medical knowledge may cause more acute injuries to injured ones. In addition, there have been various scientific discoveries progressed in which there were no need for others opinion. When Edison invented electricity, he did not asked people’s opinions on the ways he should invent the electricity and whether it is necessary to be invented or not. 
In conclusion, in order to make progress in many situations, discussion among people with opposite ideas can have various merits, whereas not all the situations would benefit from this discussion, and not every progress needs a discussion among people.
