“Some people believe it is often necessary, even desirable, for political leaders to withhold information from the public. Others believe that the public has a right to be fully informed.”

Write a response in which you discuss which view more closely aligns with your own position and explain your reasoning for the position you take. In developing and supporting your position, you should address both of the views presented.


This is a controversial topic. Most people of the societies see honesty as core value of political leaders. Therefore, in the basis of honesty they choose political leaders. They overwhelmingly agree that political leaders should be honest and ethical. Although over the past century, trust-based relationships among people and political leaders are dramatically decreased. And then the question arises whether political leaders should be completely honest with the general public? From my vantage point, political leaders should not conceal information from the public; however, in some situations becomes necessary to concealing crucial information from the public.
 In this context, the political information is classified in two levels: confidential information such as military secrets and non- confidential or public information means any information which is public. The non- confidential information must be announced to the public. There is the potential for the trust to be abused by the political leader with restricting of any information about some decisions in fields of health, education, social media etc. that they could influence on society. The most popular example in this year is the Chinese government to suppress inconvenient information. The government of China censored information about alert of COVID19 disease and caused tragedy of COVID19 in china and throughout the world. 
On the contrary, Information with high confidentiality concerns is considered hidden and must be kept confidential to prevent other severe consequences like classified information with special security classification regulations. The classified information is categorized into a hierarchy of classification levels with the most restricted levels containing information that may lead to the greatest peril to national security if released.  
According to the above mentioned statements on controversial discussion of withholding information from the public, political leaders should release any non-confidential information for citizens because of trusting people to them and should not cover any information because it can lead to disastrous events. However, confidential information should not reveal for public. As a result, hiding crucial information from the public will cause irreparable damage to both the public and the public.
