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Nowadays the impact of internet on everyday life is an known fact. Now most people can use internet on a regular basis and universities take advantage of this opportunity to hold online classes as opposed to face to face in the traditional university setting. It is often debated whether this form of online education has a positive effect or a negative one. While I believe online courses have great benefits in several cases, I also think that this trend may have some drawbacks. 
On the one hand the first merit is the flexibility. Students don’t need to go to school and fixed hours are not that important in online classes. People who can’t attend a course because of their job or if they’re a parent because of their children or other duties that might come up, now thanks to this type of education, are able to do it at their own pace, the only things they need are the internet and an electronic device such as laptop or even a phone.

On the other hand, this trend may cause some challenges. The main reason that comes to mind while talking about online classes is the lack of motivation in the participants. Some student may don’t pay enough attention to the study program and start doing other activities in that time. The chance of distraction is rather high in these classes because it’s easier for people to check their messages on Facebook or Instagram and etc, since there’s no force or observation. This also leads to lack of responsibility, they may not take the class seriously. The other reason is that in these classes communication with the teacher is low and people don’t have that much opportunity to speak up or ask questions.
In conclusion, I believe that at this point in time when everyone are occupied and don’t have much time, the online courses are time-saving solutions but we can’t ignore the faults in these kind of education either.
