According to the reading passage, the author believes that the charge fee for the national park of the united states should be omitted for all. However, the lecturer is of the idea that abolishing that money would cause some problems for the park and its visitors.
First, the author thinks that parks are for everyone and people should feel free to go and visit there like their own houses without paying any fee. On the other hand, the lecturer thinks that the admission fee shouldn't be omitted for two reasons. First, the national park is one of the best parks in the U.s and it needs that money to maintain being great and to be regularly updated. Second, he mentioned that all the personnel of the park should be paid continuously, so paying the charge fee should be continued as before.
Second, while the reading passage attributes that the charging fee can make people reluctant to visit the park, the lecturer thinks that people are already spending money for visiting smaller parks and other places and this money wouldn't be a barrier for them. Moreover, He said if they make the park free to visit, there would be too crowded and people would be disturbed.
Finally, the author claims that the process of checking every single visitor and their tickets can take a lot of time which will force the visitors to wait in long lines and make them angry. However, the lecturer claims that by collecting that money, the park's management will be able to provide more services and facilities for the people.
