The reading asserts that although paleontologists know agnostids were primitive arthropods, but they are not sure about the habitant and food. 
The lecturer, however, states some doubts about possible theories and casts doubt on the suggested habitant and food.
First, the author of the reading argues that the agnostids may have been free-swimming predators. In contrast, the lecturer adheres to the idea that it may not be possible. Predators need large and keen eyes to see and catch their food, however argostids are blind or they have extremely small eyes. So, this idea is not acceptable. 
Secondly, the author argues that the possible habitant of argostids may have been seafloor. Conversely, form the lecture’s point of view, this hypothesis is not possible. By observing the fossils, argonostids do not have specific organs to adapt to live in the seafloor. 
At the end, in the reading, the author says that it is possible that argstids were parasites, so they live and found their food on other organisms. Again, the lecturer can not be sure about correctness of this idea. Population of every type of parasites in general is not too many in a specific area, but paleontologists have found vast amount of argostid fossils in a area. 
In conclusion, the living place and the food of argostids are still a very controversial topic.
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
