The given line graph depicts the trend of 4 materials reused rate with in a period of 28 years – commencing from 1982.It is obvious from the graph, the recycled rate of Paper & cardboard, Glass containers & Alumininium cans increased over the time while recycled rate of Plastics almost no change in the period of time.

[bookmark: _GoBack]At the beginning of the period, the percentage of Paper & cardboard and Glass containers were 65% and 50% respectively – in 1982.after some oscillation's Paper &cardboard reached to the maximum of recycled rate among 4 materials in 1994 when it recorded to 80% and Glass containers reached to 50%. The Glass containers percentage kept on increasing steadily over the time and reached to 60% and opposite trend could be observed among Paper &cardboard and it declined to 70% in 2010.
According to the graph, in1986, the Alumininium cans was very less recycle. Moreover, at the time it was reused almost 10% per a year. After it increased moderately until reached to nearly a half percent per a year. On the other hand, the recycled of portion of Plastics was level off over a period of 1990 to 2010 and it was under 10% in every year.
