Task 1
The maps illustrate a number of proposed changes that have taken place in a public park named Grance park from 1920 to today.
From the maps, it can be seen that the two entrances which were located on the top and bottom of the public park and only a Rose garden remained the same, whereas other areas underwent several significant changes.
[bookmark: _GoBack]In 1920, there was a huge fountain in the center of the park. It has been replaced with a Rose garden which is surrounded by seats. In addition, the Glasshouse on the right side of the Eldon street entrance is demolished and the water feature is built there. To the left of the fountain, the stage for musicians has been turned into the amphitheater for concerts. 
Looking at the map in more details, only a Rose garden and pond for water plants on the top right corner have substituted the café and children’s play area, respectively. Although most seats on the corner of the park have been disappeared, the new entrance for car parking has been constructed underground.
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
