   The two maps show the changes since 1920 to today of Grange park.
   Overall,it can be seen that some areas have added,including various regions for recreation.Moreover,the plan has some relocation in terms of seats.
   The most evident change is in the center of the park,where the fountain has removed in favour of a rose garden with seats around it.To the left of the new map,the stage for musicians has turned into a large amphitheatre for concerts.Rose garden in the bottom left corner of the map has removed as well as all the seating areas.
[bookmark: _GoBack]   Although the entrances at the top and bottom in the middle have remained unchanged,on the right side a café has replaced the rose garden.In addition,where there was a pond for water plants in the top right corner,there is now a children’s play area.Moreover,glasshouse and seats near that have replaced by a water feature and finally,an entrance for underground car park has added to the right side of the plan.
