The plans below show a public park when it first opened in 1920 and the same park today.
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The paradigms illustrate the most important and significant changes which have taken place in a particular public park since 1920.
It is clear that, although, the whole plan of the park has changed considerably, the location of main entrances have not changed over a 100-year period. Additionally, fountain, pond for water plants and greenhouse has completely vanished.
In 1920, there was a fountain in the middle of the park, which has been replaced by Rose garden surrounded by some seats. In current plan we can see a children’s play area, which has been constructed instead of pond for water plants. 
Looking at the maps in more details, it is noticeable that, there was a stage of musicians in the west side, which has been replaced by an amphitheater for concerts. in recent times, the park has less seats and rose gardens than it used to have 100 years ago. Moreover, In existing plan, there is a café, which has been built in recent years, next to children’s play area.
