The data from a survey of high school math and science teachers show that in the district of Sanlee many of these teachers reported assigning daily homework, whereas in the district of Marlee, most science and math teachers reported assigning homework no more than two or three days per week. Despite receiving less frequent homework assignments, Marlee students earn better grades overall and are less likely to be required to repeat a year of school than are students in Sanlee. These results call into question the usefulness of frequent homework assignments. Most likely the Marlee students have more time to concentrate on individual assignments than do the Sanlee students who have homework every day. Therefore, teachers in our high schools should assign homework no more than twice a week.
Write a response in which you examine the stated and/or unstated assumptions of the argument. Be sure to explain how the argument depends on these assumptions and what the implications are for the argument if the assumptions prove unwarranted.

[bookmark: _GoBack]According to the information from a survey in the two different district (Sanlee and Marlee) high schools the author of the argument concluded that teachers should assign homework for the maximum twice a week because the grades of students in the Marlee region was more satisfying than in the Sanlee region; even though, in the Sanlee district teachers assigned homework everyday and in the Marlee district teachers assigned homework for two or three times a week. However, this conclusion cannot be accepted as it is since it rests on some unreliable and inadequate premises.
The first problem with the argument is that the writer refers to a study but does not indicate how many people took part in the study reported. As you know, in research studies, the greater the number of people in the sample, the more reliable and valid the findings are. Maybe in this study there is only one high school in the region of Sanlee and more high schools are in the Marlee region. Or maybe the number of students in the high schools of Sanlee region in fewer than the number of students in the Marlee region; hence, the results of this study is neither reliable nor credible. Even if it is assumed that enough students took part in both regions we can’t develop the results for everywhere else. In the research study the findings can be generalized for the target people if the sample used in the representative of the concerned population. However, in this argument only two regions were studied which may not be statistically enough to evolve other regions. It fallows that the findings of this study cannot be applied to all members of the population, unless enough people from different regions involve in this study. 
The second problem with this argument is that there is no information about teaching methods in those regions; while, the way students learn their lessons can have a direct relevance with their grades, so maybe teachers in the district of Marlee have better teaching techniques and knowledge than teachers in the district of Sanlee and this can be the reason why students in the Marlee region had better results. 
The third problem with this argument is that it didn’t mention about the amount of homework each region gave to their students. Maybe in the Marlee region the amount of assignment given to students each day was more than Sanlee region, so even though students received their homework two or three times a week they had to work on them every day to be able to finish them. 
To sup up, it is to stated that the conclusion made in the argument is unlikely to come true unless the problems mentioned in the body paragraphs above are all addressed and ironed out. In other words, it is important to collect more evidence to evaluate the assumptions discussed above in order to figure out how many times in a week high school teachers should assign homework for their students.
