The author of this argument recommends that teachers in the high schools shouldn’t assign homework more than twice a week. This recommendation, however, cannot be accepted as it is in that it rests on a number of assumptions that all of which can be questioned in one way or another.
The first problem with the argument is that the author doesn’t mention that how he gathered these data and information. Maybe he gleaned all of these data wrongly and used an incommensurate statistical method to state his premises. We cannot also make sure that how many teachers attend survey. Maybe only a few groups of teachers attend this survey. Hence these data cannot be confirmed and maybe in the district of Salnee many of these teachers reported assigning no more than two or three days per week like in the district of Marlee.
The another problem with the argument is that the author assumes that despite receiving less frequent homework assignment, Marlee students gain better marks overall and are less likely to be commanded to repeat a year of school than are students in the district of Salnee. But there is no evidence to make sure of this assumption. Maybe students in the district of Salnee aren’t more genius than the students in Marlee and this is a reason which they cannot gain better grades than the Marlee students. Or maybe the teachers in the district of Salnee don’t say the truth and also they don’t report in a right way. Maybe they want to show themselves more responsible about the students’ homework and they don’t require their students to do even weekly homework. Or maybe the students in the district of Malnee do extra homework in order to earn better grades and don’t pay attention to what their teachers ordered. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]The third problem with the argument is that the author assumes that the Marlee students have more time to concentrate on individual assignments than do the Salnee students who have homework every day. there is no proof, however, to prove that the Marlee students have more time to concentrate on individual assignments. Maybe some of the Marlee students are breadwinners in their family and they have to go work in order to afford their family needs.
In the final analysis, the writer’s recommendation cannot be taken to be correct because, as it was shown in the body paragraphs above, it depends on a number of premises each of which is questionable. The recommendation can only be accepted if the weaknesses already referred to are all removed.
