The writer of the argument recommends that teachers in their schools should assign homework no more than twice a week. However, this recommendation cannot be accepted as it is in that it rests on a number of premises all of which can be challenged in one way or another.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The first problem with the argument is that the writer refers to a survey but does not indicate how many people took part in the survey reported. The greater the number of the people are in a survey, the more reliable and valid findings are. Maybe in this survey only ten people participated ; hence, the findings of such the survey are neither reliable nor valid. Even if it is assumed that enough people took part in this survey, there is still another problem with the sample. Maybe there were disabled pupils in the distract of Sanlee who were obliged to do their assignments every day. That is, suffering from physical problems , these students had to allocate a lot of time for learning. Therefore , it was better for such pupils allotting their time to doing their homework every day.
Another problem with the argument is that the writer ignores the conditions of many students in the district of Marlee. Maybe they were educated at home by tutors who facilitated the development of learning. Thus, these students were unlikely to require to do their homework more than twice a week. In addition to this, maybe the weather of the district of Marlee in which this high school was located in was not identical to the weather of the district of Sanlee in which other high school was located in it. That is, as the weather was bitterly cold, these pupils were forced to go the school twice a week. 
A third problem is that the writer of the argument assumes that earning better grades has happened because they did their assignments no more than twice a week. However, maybe students studying in the district of Marlee were breadwinners. Maybe many Marlee students worked around the clock and they did not have ample time for doing their daily homework. This means that in many schools, many teachers, for the most part, pave the way for destitute students doing their assignments twice a week , particularly, in developing countries. Because they are unlikely to have ample opportunities for doing their tasks at home or school.
To sum up, with regard to the points discussed above, the writer's recommendation cannot be taken to be correct because it depends on a number of premises each of which is questionable. Only by removing these weaknesses, this recommendation can be accepted.
