The bar chart shows the percentages of Internet users in terms of their age for three successive years from 1998 to 2000.
People of the ages 16-30, 31-50, 50 or more, and less than 15 were the Internet users with the highest percentage, respectively. This order has remained unchanged for three years in a row. In addition, it is noteworthy to mention that a great number of Internet users had an age of 16-30 and 31-50 years old, and the proportions of other age groups were very small.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Between 1998 and 2000, the percentage of Internet users of 16-30 years old decreased steadily from approximately 52 to about 43; similarly, that of 31-50 years old people declined slowly from 41 to 37. In contrast, the amount of other user categories increased each year. The percentage of Internet users of both age of less than 15 and 50 or more revealed a substantial increase from 1998 to 1999 and continued to rise gradually from 1999 to 2000.
