Although fossil remains of agnostids make it possible for paleontologist to recognize what relatives agnostids belong in, does not allow them know about their behaviour and feeding habits, so about this question "how did agnostids live?" three theories are proposed and all of them have serious weaknesses that I'm going to mention hem after each respective paragraphs.
First theory suggests that agnostids were free-swimming predators. This proposal makes sense because it is recognized that other kinds of primitive arthropods were active swimmer and predators, also the ancient ocean was full of smaller organisms that they could pray on, however this is considerable issue that other types of arthropods had large developed eyes that helped them to find and follow their prays but agnostids were almost blind, so it is thought maybe they had other special sensory modalities but no evidence have prove it.
Second theory proposes that agnostids were seafloor dwellers like the way some other types of primitive arthropods lived and they were nourished by scavenging dead organisms or bacteria. The rationalization for rulling out this hypothesis is that seafloor dwellers can not move very fast or very far so they occupy only a small geographic region, however agnostids spread multiple large distances and they were able to move very fast.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Third theory imply that it is possible that the agonists were parasites and used large organisms as habitat and food. The existence of many species of modern-day arthropods that live as a parasite like mites, and fleas can support this proposal, but it is clear that parasites populations are not large because they kill the host organisms that they live on, however the fossile remains and evidences show us that agnostids populations were very large
